A bient6t sur Clic Campus @ Home / Tests & Exam / TOEIC Last Updated: November 28, 2023 TOEIC examination is conducted by ETS as a standardized method of measuring the level of
language proficiency candidates have in English as is required in a workplace. When exams like TOEFL and IELTS are mostly conducted for academic space and are based on academic content, the setting and atmospheres used in the TOEIC examination are strictly about a professional environment and are used not for gaining admission into colleges
but for finding jobs and being eligible for promotions. Being a language proficiency test, TOEIC does not have a pass or fail grade and is scored using score bands each of which indicates a certain level of knowledge the candidate will have in the language. The number of score bands present and what they imply changes from section to section and
the final score report will include individual scores and combined scores. Candidates will be able to take the tests for Listening and Reading, and Speaking and Writing separately out of which the Speaking and Writing sections can be taken individually as well according to the requirement of the candidate. The TOEIC Listening and Reading Test
contains only multiple-choice questions and hence has certain objectivity to the scoring process involved. Candidates will be able to request additional score reports by contacting their nearest EPN office. The listening and the Reading sections of the test each contain a different set of score bands with the former containing only 3 score bands and the
latter containing 4. The score levels that candidates can achieve and the proficiency level it indicates is as follows- There are 3 score bands in the listening section which are 400, 300, and 200 where 400 is the expert level and 200 implies that the candidate is not well-versed in the language. The implications of the score bands are as follows- 400
Candidate can understand the central idea of the content provided despite the extensive vocabulary used. Candidate does not rely on repetition of content. Candidate can understand negative constructions in statements and connect information. Candidate may not be able to process uncommon phrases and grammar. 300 Candidate can sometimes
infer the central idea but has general difficulty when statements are indirect. Candidate requires repetition of content to process difficult vocabulary. Candidate can understand short passages but not if there is syntactic complexity involved. Candidate finds it difficult to understand paraphrased information but requires the requested information to
come at the beginning or end of the conversation. 200 Candidate can understand short sentences and long sentences if the context is explicitly clear. Candidate has trouble understanding content even when the language is direct if the information is unexpected. Candidate can understand the details in extended texts if the information comes at the
beginning or end of the sentence and if it matches the spoken text. Candidate cannot process paraphrased information or difficult grammatical constructions. The score bands in the reading section range from 450 to 150 where the bands are 450, 350, 250, and 150. The implications of each of these score bands are as follows- 450 Candidate will be
able to understand the central idea and infer details but have trouble if the information is too dense. Candidate can read for meaning and understand factual information even while paraphrased. Candidate has a wide range of vocabulary and understands idiomatic usage. They can also understand uncommon grammatical constructions. 350 Candidate
can understand the central idea of the test but cannot connect information across paragraphs. Candidate can understand paraphrased information and has a medium-level vocabulary. Candidate does not understand difficult vocabulary or idiomatic usage but has an understanding of uncommon grammatical constructions. 250 Candidate can only
understand parts of the text but not if the content has been paraphrased. Candidate can connect information within one or two sentences but not beyond that. Candidate understands uncommon grammatical structures but cannot understand difficult vocabulary. 150 Candidate can locate answers to factual questions but cannot understand the
passage provided. Candidate can only understand easy vocabulary and common phrases. Candidate can understand only rule-based grammar but cannot understand even basic grammatical constructions. The scores in the TOEIC Speaking and Writing test are reported separately for each section and cannot be compared to each other. There will be
no combined score in the section and the score will be reported on a scale of 0-200. There are 8 proficiency levels for the Speaking section whereas there are 9 proficiency levels for the Writing section. The score distribution for each of these sections is as follows- There are 6 tasks in the speaking section of the test and the responses are recorded
during the test day and sent to ETS where they will be evaluated accordingly. Frequent grammatical errors 10-30Unanswered questions In the assessment during the TOEIC Bridge Test, ETS checks the Listening and Reading skills of the candidates using multiple-choice questions. The score range for each of the sections is between 15 and 50 with a total test score ranging
between 30 and 100 in all. TOEIC provides candidates with a Certificate of Achievement that will include information present in the score report. But this Certificate of Achievement cannot be used instead of the score report. They are provided in a format where they can be framed by the candidate to showcase their achievement. Candidates are
supposed to provide only their score report as proof of the official score or for other score verification purposes. The validity of the TOEIC Score Report is for a total of only 2 years. Within this duration, candidates will be able to avail of their score report as many times as possible by requesting the same from the authorities. Once the validity has
expired, the candidate will be able to retake the examination as many times as possible given that they take the test only once in 28 days and that they pay the required fee for each attempt. There are no international norms to interpret TOEIC scores. It is essential to ask the school, company or organisation requiring you to take the TOEIC the mark
you need to achieve. In some universities, students require a minimum score of 750 to qualify for an exchange in an English-speaking country. Certain companies require an 800 or 850 on the TOEIC taken less than 2 years before for the candidate to qualify for an international position. In France, some higher education establishments require a
TOEIC score of at least 785 to award a diploma. ETS, the organisation managing the TOEIC, offers a correlation between TOEIC scores and the CEFR grades of the Common European Framework, comprised between Al and C2. If someone wanted a rough guide to scores it might be agreed that a reasonable TOEIC score is above 700 points, whereas
a good score could be anything above 800 points. A really great score could be considered to be anything above 900 points. If you are a professional, companies may require a different score. If all these numbers are looking a little scary, let’s put things simply and ask, is there a pass or fail in the TOEIC? The quick answer is: there is no pass grade
or fail grade, it’s a sliding scale and you’ll receive an individual score representing your specific level. What Happens If I Am Unsatisfied With My Grade? It is possible to have your TOEIC paper marked a second time. You simply have to contact the exam centre where you took the test within 6 months after the exam. Your paper will then be marked
again. Be careful though — If the markers find a significant gap between the first and second grading, ETS will pay for the additional costs.
